-Their finances @ in the black, not in the red.

-A moderate percentage of their budget is spent on overhead and-faising.

-Their philosophy and methods are empowering rather thandogvn and paternalistic.
-They advocate and address the root causes of poverty.

-Many of their staff are from the country in which they work.

-Others who have observed their activities speak well of them.
